The Relatives In Silent Kidney-disease Screening  
(RISKS) Study is a territory wide screening 
program for close relatives of patients with chronic 
kidney disease carried out by our Society between 
2008 and 2009. 844 close relatives of 466 CKD 
patients (all stages) from 11 HA Hospitals 
participated in the study. This study is a 
collaborative effort of all the HA Renal Units. Prof. 
Philip Li  is the lead investigator of the study. One of 
the key findings of the study is that close relatives of 
early stages of CKD are also at increased risk of 
CKD and hence they should go for early screening.
